Provide academic mobility and exchange of professors, researchers,
master's and doctoral, trainees, administrative staff in order to implement
scientific - research projects in areas of mutual agreement between the two
Parties, by prior agreement, and in accordance with the procedures and
expectations established by each Party;
e Conduct scientific internships and practices;
e Conduct workshops, round tables, conferences, seminars on topical
issues in healthcare and medical education;
e Carry out joint analyzes in the field of medical education, to exchange
information and results of the analytical and research work, educational and
methodical manuals on issues of mutual interest;

2. Rights and obligations, roles of the Parties
2.1. In the process of implementation of joint cooperation, the Parties
will seek to build relationships based on equality, fair partnership and
protection of each other's interests.

3. Period of validity

3.1. Memorandum comes into force from the date of its signing by
the Parties and is concluded for five years with an automatic extension for
a further five years unless the parties intend to terminate the contract.

3.2. This memorandum supersedes all previous arrangements and
agreements between the Parties regarding their relationship in connection
with this memorandum (any such prior arrangements and agreements shall
cease to be valid and will no longer be valid).

4. Termination or amendment of the cooperation
4.1. This Memorandum may be supplemented by written agreement,
in accordance with individual forms of cooperation.
4.2. Each of the Parties may early terminate the Memorandum by
giving notice of its intention in a written form to the other Party 3 months
prior to such termination.
